TAGs/Executive Directors/State Association Presidents:

NGAUS is offering a program for the 131st Conference in Nashville that was introduced on a limited basis in Baltimore last year. The purpose is to provide an opportunity for a low/no cost, one-day, familiarization visit to a NGAUS General Conference.  We are announcing it to all states although we believe that it will be most applicable to those states located within reasonable commuting distance to Opryland Hotel.  

Eligibility:  Open to serving company grade National Guard officers, pre-registered with NGAUS by their state, either under the auspices of the TAG or State Association.  Federal training status is not authorized.

Procedures:

1. NGAUS staff will distribute to all TAGs/Executive Directors and Presidents a memorandum announcing the program and providing direction and implementing procedures 60 days prior to convening of the General Conference.

2. TAGs/states will assemble a single list of eligible company grade officer participants, and designate the date (11 or 12 or 13 September 2009) their group wishes to attend the General Conference. Lists will be furnished to NGAUS staff, NGAUS, One Massachusetts Ave, Washington, DC 20001, Attention: Pam Buckler or pam.buckler@ngaus.org  no later than 1 September 2009.

3. NGAUS staff will create individual Visitor credentials good for the pre-selected day only.  Credentials will be available at the Conference registration area for pickup by a designated representative of the state, 24 hours prior to group arrival.
4. The Visitor credentials will permit entry ONLY to the regularly scheduled business session and to the exhibit hall on the pre-selected day.

5. There will be no registration fee charged for the participants in this program.

6. Participants, their TAG and or State Association are responsible for all travel, food, lodging or any other incidental expense incurred by their group.  No host state or NGAUS designated lodging will be made available for support of this program.

7. Visitor credentials will not be valid for entry to special conference or social events, group meals or host state events.

8. “Day-trip” participants may not be registered in the normal conference registration process used for regular delegates.

9. Seating at business sessions will be available on a non-interference basis. Registered delegates and guests of the Association will have preference in their assigned area of seating.

10. Uniform for “day-trip” participants will be Class B, long or short sleeved shirt, with/without tie.

11. There are no projected additional costs to NGAUS or the conference host state associated with this program.

12. NGAUS staff and committees will use these familiarization trips to maximize exposure to the participants of the value of membership and participation in NGAUS.
